Aug. 20th, update, Dave is
currently traveling to Tanzania to
photograph three workshops
presented by Art for AIDS
International.

Many of our readers will
remember that a few years ago
Dave traveled with Art for AIDS
International to South Africa.
Documenting the workshops of
London based Hendrikus
Bervoets artist and co founder of
Art for AIDS International.

Using his art workshops,
Hendrikus gives a voice to young
people. Helping them become
more aware of AIDS and create
a drive for change. Through the
young people and his art, he has
made great inroads in these
communities.

Dave photographed the
workshops conducted by
Hendrikus working with South
African children. Visiting the
region he also captured many
thought provoking images of
children and their parents or
guardians at AIDS clinics and
hospitals. The entire project was
presented in black and white.
The images had an amazing
impact on the viewers, making
us all aware of the effects of HIV
and AIDS.

Fast forward to today the 20th
of August, sponsored by
international Gold mining
company, London Gold AG.

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Getting to know India - Facts and interesting
information about Incredible India. Here’s an
opportunity for the photographers that are joining us on
our India tour, and followers of our newsletter to learn a
little more about India, her culture and people.

This issue’s feature is the Taj Mahal, located in Agra.

The Taj Mahal is Mughal era art at it’s best, and is one of the most famous and recognized
buildings in the world. The Taj Mahal itself is the tomb of the emperor and his wife, Mumtaz
Mahal. The tomb is the representation of the house of the queen in Paradise, and it’s setting
was based on the palace gardens of the great nobles that lined both sides of the river at Agra.

Taj Mahal took 22 years to build (1631 to 1653) under the orders of Shah Jahan and was
dedicated to Mumtaz Mahal, the wife of Shah. It took 20,000 skilled workers at a cost of 32
core rupees and is built according to Islamic architecture. 1 core rupee today is worth
approximately 217,000.00 Canadian dollars. The Taj is a Unesco world heritage site.

A few interesting facts about the Taj Mahal ... The Taj has the characteristic Mogul dynasty
design with eight chambers representing the eight divisions of the Koran, and it topped with a
gigantic double dome. The inner dome is about eighty feet from the ground. It is covered by
the even larger outer dome and in perfect proportion is surrounded by four domed kisosks. The
white marble was carried from Makrana southwest of Jaipur, which is about 400 kilometres
away. The stone cutters and general constructions were paid from the Empire Treasure.

Due to the length of time to construct the Taj Mahal the empress was moved twice to
temporary locations, and finally the third at the centre of the mausoleum with her face turned
westward to Holy Mecca on the 26th of May, 1633. The palace was important for the pilgrims
as Mumtaz died in childbirth, and considered a martyr following Islamic traditions. She had 14
children over eighteen years.

The emperor Shah Jahan husband of Mumtaz Mahal, begun his reign by killing his brothers,
but he neglected to kill his sons, one of whom was destined to overthrow him. He captured his
father, and imprisoned him in the Fort of Agra. For 9 bitter years the deposed emperor lingered
there, never visited by his son, only spending his days looking from the Jasmine Tower of his
prison across the Jumna to where his once-beloved Mumtaz lay in her jeweled tomb.

It is interesting to note that if it had not been for Shah Jahn being held captive by his son. The
plans of the emperor were to build a second monument called the Onyx Palace which was
going to be connected by a bridge over the river to the Taj Mahal. This never happened but the
foundation pad can be seen from the Taj Mahal.

During both our tours we will be visiting the Taj Mahal and the Agra Fort. We have also
made arrangements to visit the foundation of the Onyx Palace across the river, as it makes for a
unique location to photograph the Taj.

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Photography is not a race to fill your memory card
Rapid fire is good for action photography or a series of time lapse images, but one
thing to keep in mind is to reduce the number of images when out on a shoot. Take
the time to move around, observe your subject and adjust your framing before
pressing the shutter. Rapid firing with hopes for a good shot in editing, will lead to
hundreds of hours of post processing or editing. Worst of all, too many images
becomes overwhelming and you never edit them.
